Las Vegas Metropolitan
homicide detective s were
se eking to de te rmi ne the 
Identity an d cause or de ath
or the woman. They said
the body was badly decom•
posed and had apparently
been there for two or three
days. 

T he woman was estl•
mate d to have bee n 25-15
ye ars old. 

It was still undeter•
mined late We dnesday
how the woman died. At
first It was believed she
had seve ral abrasions and
wounds b ut detectives said
later the body was Ju st
badly decomposed. 

The body was dis•
covered by two news­
reporters from KORK•TV
less than 15 minutes atler 
one rec eiv e d an
anonymous call from a 
man Informing him where

the body of a woman could
be found. 

Ray Wlllls told officers
he received the call at 9: 22
a.m. and with DIii AlcCar•
ty we nt to the location In
the 2500 block of Welter
and found the body. It was
lying In the ditch Just off
the wide dirt road about
two bl ocks east or the Lam
Inn at 2396 S. Lamb Blvd. 

De te ctives said the body
could have been either
placed In the ditch or
